Introduction / Definition of UNAEuropa One Health (UNAOH)

	WHO? UNAOH is a multidisciplinary One Health (OH) oriented group of professionals based on the emerging focus area “One Health” within UNA EUROPA

WHAT WILL DO? UNAOH will kick off and synchronize research and education related OH activities within UNA EUROPA to address the concurrent health hazards related to ongoing megatrends such as climate change and urbanization

WHY NOW? As demonstrated by current spread of emerging infectious diseases as well as antimicrobial resistance, there is urgent need for break through research, education and technology transfer to battle the emerging health hazards in the modern international society 




UNAOH Vision: To promote the sustainable health and welfare of humans, animals, plants and the environment and ensure progress towards the United Nations 2030 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs).

UNAOH Mission: To harness the diverse strengths and synergistic activities and expertise of the UNAOH partners in a joint effort. This is done to address existing, emerging/re-emerging and novel global One Health threats through world-leading research-led teaching, training and impact.

One Health Challenges

Current Challenges:
The corona virus disease COVID-9 is the concurrent zoonotic disease (after Ebola, SARS or Zika), transmitted from animal to human, to capture the urgent global attention of doctors, veterinarians, epidemiologists, public health institutions and governments. The emergence of this and other zoonotic diseases underlines the importance of thinking about health beyond human bodies and populations and of scaling up efforts in the field of health to the level of planetary ecology and earth systems that provide sustenance, energy, health and shelter for all living beings. 

A major initiative that is currently gaining global joint efforts and re - organization with constant rise of zoonotic threats is the One Health (OH) approach. The idea of One Health is that people, animals, plants, and the environment – including things like viruses, microbes, and insects – are inextricably interrelated so that in order to manage health and well-being adequately one must study the many interfaces between them. This need to refocus attention on health beyond human bodies and population emerged in tandem with recent changes in the environment, such as the climate change, environmental pollution and urbanization of the human population.  Such changes are not only harmful for the ecosystem and aggravate the ongoing loss of species, they also catalyze global spread of new emerging infectious diseases (such as the currently emerging covid-19 – virus) and antimicrobial resistance. 

This has led to a novel insight in the wider field of health expertise: The challenges ahead are too big to be resolved single-handedly by any scientific discipline. Tackling them instead calls for a multitude of scientific fields to work together to resolve the current and future health hazards. Given the magnitude of health concerns, their complexity and their planetary scale, there is an urgent need to integrate this novel, interdisciplinary approach into academic curricula and translate it into viable research agendas. Strengthening research, treatment and preventive capacities is important with regards to the Global South, where health and research infrastructures are often dilapidated, and the establishment of biosecurity measures might be particularly challenging. 


 One Health is a multilateral, multi-stakeholder and interdisciplinary initiative that addresses the health of humans, animals, plants and environments together (Figure 1), and treats them as co-dependent and in relation to each other. It explicitly promotes relational, ecological and networked ways of conceiving health and well-being (see figure below). This framework thus can be seen as a daring interdisciplinary project that offers much conceptual space to innovate and develop ways of understanding and responding to contemporary health challenges.
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Figure 1: The concept of One Health in the cross section of health of human and animal populations based on environmental health.

Bundling education and research under the umbrella of One Health and its ecosystem’s thinking will be central to promoting sustainability within the UNA alliance and beyond. To spearhead OH initiatives, UNA partners organized a number of preparatory virtual meetings in late 2019 and early 2020. These preliminary consultations confirmed that UNA EUROPA partners are individually and collectively well-equipped to develop high quality, interdisciplinary, international and impact-oriented educational programs, joint research initiatives and knowledge transfer in the emerging interdisciplinary field of OneHealth over the coming years.

Examples of One Health research:

Example 1. Emerging diseases. A recent One Health initiative in Ghana analyzed how overfishing an area put pressure on surrounding populations to consume more bushmeat, which in turn can lead to the transmission of zoonotic diseases like HIV or Ebola (Conversations on Planetary Health 2017). Similarly, applying a One Health approach to the current corona virus (COVID-9) outbreak could mean broadening the focus of health research beyond the identification of the virus and antivirals. The new focus could be, for example, on histories of dietary preferences, deforestation and the loss of habitat affecting wildlife like pangolins and bats, underfunded health care infrastructures, and the conditions in China that allowed the virus to travel quickly. 

Example 2. Translational Medicine. Nervous system diseases constitute a major health and economic challenge in Europe. Moreover, increased parental age, typical of Western societies, is associated with several adverse effects on offspring.  Novel treatments and preventive strategies to battle antimicrobial resistance are urgently needed. Domesticated animals have been exposed to similar environmental factors as humans and have experienced convergent social evolution. This has resulted in highly uniform genomes which are ideal for mapping complex traits with a strong genetic disposition, such as behavioural disorders and reproductive and metabolic diseases. This seems like an ideal setup to study the spontaneous diseases such as neurological ones in natural populations and transfer the knowledge between the species.


A UNAOH working group was recently founded that also formulated its terms of references. The aims of UNAOH working group are:
Aims
1) To set up long-lasting, sustainable collaboration of UNA EUROPA partners in the field of One Health able to develop common educational, research and public awareness projects; 
2) By improving developing societies in population level health management and biosecurity, prepare them for outbreaks of novel infectious diseases, climate and other environmental changes in order to protect their global health;
3) To promote and consolidate transdisciplinary OH research and education initiatives across UNA EUROPA partners;
4) To propose a global, holistic and long-term approach to major health-related challenges at a time when public and political attention has shifted to the predicaments of unprecedented climate change
5) To develop creative OH tools and methodologies necessary to understand and battle with the emerging health challenges
6) to contribute to promoting the health and welfare of human, domestic and wild animals, plants and the environment 
OH partners involved – description of OH strengths of partners of UNA Europa
The partners of UNA EUROPA alliance have different strengths in One Health area. What unites them is that they understand and appreciate the importance of a new, integrated and transdisciplinary approaches to contemporary health challenges. Formal collaboration, especially in the field of research and education, will help to harness the diverse strengths and potentials of all universities to serve the societies and support them in their efforts to cope with newly emerging health threats. 

1) University of Helsinki As a joint venture by 5 faculties (veterinary, medical, agricultural, social sciences and pharmacy), University of Helsinki has established an OH research organization (Helsinki One Health, https://www.helsinki.fi/en/one-health ) in 2018 that is aiming to bring University of Helsinki to reach the top level of international OH research. The current strong focus areas are food safety, translational research and animal health and welfare. In 2019 & 2020, the unit is recruiting a number of professors with an aim of strong transdisciplinary OH research activity in these key fields. The current funding is until 2023 with a strong commitment by the faculties involved to carry on thereafter. In addition to the University of Helsinki, the funding bodies / partners involved include public science funders (especially the Academy of Finland), other public organizations (Natural Resource Institute LUKE, Food Safety Authority), research foundations and private companies.  
2) University of Bologna has recently launched UNIB-OH an inter and transdisciplinary working group aimed at gathering researchers coming from different scientific fields to launch innovative education and research programs to apply collaborative One Health approach. At present, the represented disciplines include human and veterinary medicine, biology, chemistry, economy, agronomy, anthropology, sociology, psychology and law. The current focus mainly relates to sustainable development recognizing that health represents a pre-requisite for and an outcome of it. An extra-curricular joint education will be launched in academic year 2020-21. The course will make students understand the need for an integrated and cross-sectoral approach toward the achievement of the Agenda 2030 SDGs and will provide basic knowledge on the main issues related to health. UNIB-OH is willing to mirror the UNA-OH activities to bridge initiatives and ensure a wide participation of UNIBO community. UNIB-OH is also looking beyond the European borders, through its participation to capacity building projects whose objectives are the enhancement of One Health research capacities in South Africa and Ethiopia. UNIB-OH is also involved in social engagement activities to disseminate the one health principles and approaches outside the academic environment.
3) University of Edinburgh: The University of Edinburgh makes significant contributions to tackling global health and food security challenges at national & global levels using innovative science & interdisciplinary methods. It offers a world-leading environment for One Health research and teaching through the College of Medicine and Veterinary Medicine. Our College ‘One Medicine, One Health’ strategy is built upon integration of research from bench to bedside and from process to population. We are the UK’s only unified College of Medicine and Veterinary Medicine. Research programmes within the College explicitly link biomedicine and veterinary medicine, promoting the concept of "One Medicine". Our research approach ranges from molecules to man, from bench to bedside, from process to population - and 'from lab to labrador. The College has six major research institutes.  Each institute has over 500 members of staff and postgraduate research students.  They are:
· The Queen’s Medical Research Institute
· The MRC Institute of Genetics and Molecular Medicine
· The Usher Institute of Population Health Sciences and Informatics
· Edinburgh Neuroscience
· The Roslin Institute
· Institute for Regeneration and Repair
The University of Edinburgh is also home to 6 Global Academies (Global Health, Global Development, Global Justice, Global Environment, Global Academy of Agriculture and Food Security) which are interdisciplinary hubs of research, teaching & consulting expertise, to support decision-making for complex global challenges. UoE offers a world-leading environment for epidemiological research including the Edinburgh Infectious Diseases Network, connecting over 860 scientists in 170 research groups addressing topics across all One Health domains. 4) Jagiellonian University (JU) of Krakow is the oldest Polish university with over 650 years of tradition. It consists of 16 faculties, among which there is no veterinary medicine. Three faculties - medicine, pharmacy and health sciences - form a separate structure under the name Collegium Medicum. The lack of a veterinary faculty at JU and any other university in Krakow has become an impulse to take action to launch this field of study. After several years of preparations, in 2010 an agreement was signed between the JU and the University of Agriculture in Krakow, under which the University Center for Veterinary Medicine (UCVM) was created. In the following years, the College of Rectors of both universities established the Program Council of the UCVM, which is formed by the Professor Staff of both the Jagiellonian University and the University of Agriculture. The first students began their studies in veterinary medicine in 2012, and the newly created center became the beginning of cooperation in the area of One Health. On the basis of this cooperation, research is conducted linking such phenomena as air and water pollution, antibiotic therapy with their impact on Human Microbiota within digestive and genital tracts resulting in the development of chronic intestinal inflammations, in particular Crohn's disease and ulcerative colitis. Other research conducted at JU is focused on assessing the impact of environmental exposures, especially air pollution (fine particulates, polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons) on pregnancy outcome and child development. The university also conducts other research related to the One Health area, including studies on the impact of atmospheric phenomena and climate change on human health, or those covering the health behavior of patients and the competences of their supporting physicians. Based on the experience and potential of the partners of the UNA EUROPA alliance, JU wants to build its competence in the area of One Health, allowing to support the society with changing health challenges.
5) Freie Universität (FU) Berlin is currently beginning to embark on more coordinated and institutionalized formats of OneHealth research, especially the veterinary sciences with their focus on animal health and anthropology, a discipline known to think holistically about the human and its environment. The veterinary faculty of FU Berlin focusses on veterinary medicine including animal welfare, human well-being and the environment (evidence-based veterinary medicine, the production of safe and high-quality animal food, zoonotic diseases, scientific approaches to improve animal welfare, etc.). A special focus is the investigation of antimicrobial and antiparasitic resistance in animals. This includes the investigation of basic biological mechanisms but also the development of new preventive measures to ensure animal health and food safety and to protect the environment. The department has extensive contacts and established relations to practice, relevant companies, research institutes and authorities. Thanks to an intensive strategy for attracting third-party funding, it has been possible to carry out cooperative research projects with national and international partners in recent years. At FU, there further are collaboration between the biological sciences (esp. the botanical gardens) and the Institute of Social and Cultural Anthropology on plant health, loss of species and nutrition related to climate change. A research strength of the institute of anthropology is on climate change, multispecies relations (human-animal, human-plant), medicine and global health with particular focus on Sub-Saharan Africa (Tanzania, Kenya and Uganda) and South/-east Asia (India, Indonesia). Medical and environmental anthropology are being taught at both BA and MA levels, including various interfaces between environmental and human health concerns. The Institute of Social and Cultural Anthropology is involved in developing a PhD program in Global Health and OH thinking plays a key role in it. The FU Berlin therefore overall sees the UNA Europa initiative and its OneHealth focus as an excellent opportunity to network with partner faculties in both research and teaching at all levels (BA, MA, PhD). 

6) University of Leuven. The Department of Microbiology, Immunology and Transplantation (KU Leuven, Biomedical Sciences Group) has a long-standing expertise in the study, prevention and treatment of important diseases caused by viruses, bacteria, fungi and parasites, in the study of complex host-microbiome interactions and in the study of the host immune system. The Rega Institute (https://rega.kuleuven.be/) is part of this department. This institute hosts a state-of-the-art high-containment P3/L3 facility with an integrated Caps-It platform (https://rega.kuleuven.be/cmt/capsit). This Caps-it is an automated platform for multi-parameter data collection on live pathogens of higher or unknown biosafety risk. The automation concept of Caps-It allows to perform both high-throughput research as well as screening, and to collect sets of data with compounds in phenotypic assays. The containment concept of this infrastructure allows collecting these data in assays with live pathogens. A very important advantage of this system is that antiviral research can be performed in an environment with maximal containment, allowing safe handling of any live pathogen with known or unknown biosafety risk, and allowing engagement in the early stage of an outbreak with an unknown viral pathogen. In this last case, drugs that are already on the market (so-called drug repurposing) can be screened immediately for their inhibitory effect. Depending on the availability of the drug and the production capacity, it could already be deployed during a very early stage of an outbreak. 
Several laboratories at the Rega Institute have research lines focusing on virus transmission (including zoonosis), virus epidemiology, virus evolution and viral metagenomics, all linking with the One Health concept. The Laboratory of Clinical Bacteriology and Mycology, which is also part of the Department of Microbiology, Immunology and Transplantation, studies (among other research lines) antibiotic resistance mechanisms. Due to the nearby presence of and good collaboration with the University Hospital Leuven (UZ Leuven), the translational character of the research is guaranteed. Moreover, we are the Belgian national reference lab for COVID-19, a responsibility which pushes our scientific approach to infectious diseases far beyond the biomedical approach.

We are currently looking into possibilities to embark on other formats of One Health research by using our scientific networks within our University (food safety research, development of new antibiotic therapies,…). In this way, we want to further shape our competences in One Health research domains, allowing to deliver extensive contributions on societal level for changing health challenges. 

7) Complutense University of Madrid (UCM) is the largest in Spain. It offers close to 300 official academic programs with increasing importance of joint international bachelor programs. UCM hosts more than 70,000 students, almost 10% of them in PhD programs. More than 500 research groups perform around 700 active competitive research projects, including ERC. UCM consistently appears as one of the leading Spanish institutions in international university rankings. 
UCM has very strong previous and current contributions to the One Health concept, particularly –but not only- in Veterinary Sciences (see links in table). Other research groups working in human health (including psychosocial aspects) and in food safety and nutrition are included in the following shortlist, involving several Schools. Topics include how to provide safe food and water to the growing global population, endangered by pollution and contamination. 
A number of UCM Institutes also cover One Health areas. 
Strong links with several large University Hospital Health Research Institutes and with national disease-centered Biomedical Research Networks offer rich interactions to this consortium, which may be relevant to confront the current crisis.

8) University of Paris
Action plan
The UNAOH working group will use the one-year seed funds to explore and set the scene for a possible focus area on One Health in UNA Europa. To work towards these medium and long-term objectives, the UNA working group on One Health plans several meetings to design a strategic agenda and an action plan. To demonstrate our commitment to this field, the university of Helsinki has volunteered to organize a workshop and partner universities have committed to funding the travel and accommodation of working group members to this first meeting that will be held in Helsinki on 12-13 May 2020. This meeting will serve to finalize the UNA-OH terms of reference and to begin open discussions around core concerns. In particular, discussion will be organized in five thematic sessions, whose aims are:
1. Review of the existing strengths, weaknesses and needs of all UNA EUROPA partners in education and research;
2. Review of existing external funds able to support various One Health initiatives;
3. Develop formats and tools for collaboration in education, research and public awareness activities;
4. Develop concrete ideas and timelines for the submission of project applications;
5. Design objectives for UNAOH labels and branding.
The seed funding will make it possible for the UNAOH working group to organize two follow-up workshops (one with a focus on education, one with a focus on research). These workshops will be crucial to finalize the UNAOH strategic documents and plan joint teaching and research activities. These activities are envisioned to lead to joint applications in the next Erasmus+ and Horizon Europe programs. The UNAOH working group further envisions participating at the 2020 World One Health Conference in Edinburgh with joint panels and round tables. UNAOH group will further use the funding to initiate the annual UNA EUROPA One Health Day on the 3rd November 2020. 


In the medium- long term several activities in education, research and outreach may be launched by the UNAOH working group:
1) In education: The main expected outcomes of the seed funding proposal will be taking first steps towards the long-term goals, namely, the design of a joint master degree on One Health. The program will be aimed at enriching the current highly specialized and discipline-specific curricula and at promoting a holistic system’s-thinking approach to health in this increasingly environmentally fraught world. We expect to thereby both complicate and expand students’ understanding of health problems and their possible solutions.  MSc students will acquaint themselves with OH approaches and will be able to apply them to effectively address health problems. This innovative master program is well-suited to become the core of a joint Erasmus+ Strategic Partnership application in 2021. The UNAOH working group will also discuss the possibility to organize a UNAOH summer school that will open a few spots for post graduate students coming from universities outside UNA Europa, and especially from settings in the Global South.
2) In research: The seeding funding is necessary to bring together and sustain a conversation among all UNAOH members about the possibility to build an innovative, integrated research platform that spearheads an interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary collaboration in One Health research. The UNAOH multidisciplinary partnership in research would in fact allow to share and transfer the most relevant expertise and skills. In this connection, we plan to link with other funding programs (e.g. Marie Skłodowska-Curie Actions – MSCA) in order to set up and consolidate an innovative methodology in OH research and outreach. Thus, the UNAOH working group will set the basis for future and high-quality collaborations in health research and for joint applications for public funding. These applications will focus on concurrent topics of high global relevance, such as emerging and re-emerging diseases in the human / animal / environment interface, climate change, pollution and nutrition  (e.g. Horizon Europe / JPI Urban Europe) and private funding (e.g. foundations). The UNAOH research platform will apply the open data principles and will facilitate the exchange and sharing of scientific data among the partners and beyond. For this, UNAOH working groups members will debate the possibility and advantage of creating an accessible ICT platform to facilitate researcher’s interactions and data management as well as public outreach.
3) Knowledge and technology transfer: UNA EUROPA is committed to advance technological, cultural and social innovation for public benefit. Therefore, UNAOH initiative will interact and liaise with other OH networks and initiatives in Europe and outside. Its participation at the World One Health Congress in 2020 aims at starting a discourse with external academic and more applied stakeholders working with OH approaches and exploring the possibility of establishing international partnerships. This dialogue is important, given that one of the key objectives of UNA Europa is to engage with a broad variety of actors and voices in society by connecting research, education and the promotion of social change at the local, regional, national and European levels. In line with this, UNAOH will explore options of becoming a reference initiative for evidence-based policies and interventions in the field of OH. The UNAOH working group will further seek to involve policy makers and public health stakeholders in its events to enable a broader public dissemination of insights, outputs and lessons learned from these collaborative endeavors. Thinking with a framework that highlights the inextricability of health from broader environmental processes, UNAEUROPA is also committed to reflect on its own environmental impacts and develop formats to heighten its social responsibility for research-related environmental costs.  Scientific dissemination of One Health approaches and perspectives thus will also seek to participate and link with UNAEUROPA civic engagement activities. Finally, many UNAEUROPA partners are cooperating with partners in developing countries that in many cases are already feeling the health impacts of rapid climate change and environmental degradation more acutely than elsewhere. This given, UNAOH members, in collaboration with NGOs and civil society initiatives, will explore possibilities for joint capacity building in the field of OH in the Global South.



Deliverables

Within the one year period of the seed funding, the One Health working group will have made an inventory of existing teaching and research capacities in the field already assembled by UNA partners. Building on these, we will have finalized concrete plans that outline future research agendas and formats for collaboration in the field education. We intend to prepare the application for (at least one) research and educational project. Members will further prepare at least one publication/literature review paper on One Health to be published in a peer reviewed journal. We will have developed strategy to involve external stakeholders that are working on the implementation of OH. 


Work packages

WP1 Education In this work package, we will work toward a joint OH program in education (define WP leader). Partners will agree on priorities and needs in the field of OH education. A focus will be on creating an inventory of courses that  partner institutions are currently already teaching that could potentially be integrated into  a joint MSc OH curriculum, and identifying new modules that would have to be developed from scratch. Finally, we will identify funding opportunities (e.g. Erasmus plus)  and begin to draft concepts for funding proposals. 	Comment by jose ramon regueiro:  Alessandra Scagliarini

Concrete initiatives and cross-cutting research themes are discussed in the joint meetings / workshops as outlined in the time frame as are appropriate funding opportunities. a. Marie Skłodowska-Curie Actions – MSCA 

Exchange programs such as the MSCA will be used to set up and consolidate an innovative methodology in OH research and outreach. Indeed, the UNAOH working group will set the basis for future joint applications such as ITN.

b. Horizon Europe

The UNAOH working group will set the basis for future joint applications to seek for public (e.g Horizon Europe)  and private funding (e.g, Foundations) of research activities. The UNAOH research platform will be applying the open data principles and will facilitate the exchange and share of scientific data among the partners and beyond. Therefore, we will consider creating a joint ICT platform to facilitate researcher’s interactions and data management.

WP3 knowledge transfer and outreach  (define WP leader): Dissemination actions include the participation in the WOHC and starting a sustained exchange with external academic and nonacademic stakeholders. Thereby, we intend to involve different OH initiatives and to explore possibilities for future, more international partnerships, also with those implementing one health programmes on the ground. Furthermore, using an ICT platform, we are planning to jointly organize a ONEHEALTH Day (Nov 3, 2020) that will again involve both academic and applied stakeholders.
